4-H Enrollment will be Online! 
 

Online enrollment will open at 8:00 am on October 16, 2016.  Re-enrolling in 4-H 
as a member or a leader is easy.  Each family will login using their family email 
address and password to enroll electronically.  If you donôt remember your family 
email to start this process, please get with your Organizational Leader to verify 
your family email.  Members will be able to log in at any time to refresh their 
memory of what projects they are enrolled in!  
 

Signatures for the forms are electronic this year.  AN ELECTRONIC              
SIGNATURE IS TYPING THE FIRST AND LAST NAME OF THE  INDIVIDUAL.  
So, you will not have to print and sign forms this year.  The only paperwork you 
will have to print out is the Animal Care and Housing Form if your animals 
are located at a different property.  Once families submit their enrollment, 
organizational leaders will be able to confirm your enrollment.  The 4-H staff  in 
our county will view and approve each enrollment. Families will continue to be 
able to make some changes throughout the year ï such as address, email    
address, phone number, etc.  You can add or drop a project after your initial  
enrollment by updating your online account prior to March 1st. 
 

We are excited for this way to enroll in 4-H.  After confirming your family  email 
with your leader, 4-H members and leaders can enroll themselves online at 
www.4honline.com.  There will be step by step instructions to help you enroll 
posted on the Weld County 4-H website www.weld4h.org by October 16, 2016. 
 

Horse and Dog ID Forms 
 

All Horse and Dog ID Forms must be done on an annual basis through 4-H 
Online.  If you identified a horse or dog last year, you must activate each animal 
account.  For the Dog ID, you will need to update and upload new vaccine      
information. 
 

Signing up for Shooting Sports - NEW THIS YEAR 
 

Members interested in Shooting Sports must enroll in each discipline that they 
are planning to shoot in addition to the discipline they are wanting to do their 4-H 
project on.  This helps with record keeping, safety tracking, and ensuring that all 
members are enrolled correctly for their different projects.  If you have any  
questions, please contact Kim. 
 

What is the 4-H re-enrollment deadline for re-enrolling members? 
 

The deadline for re-enrolling members and clubs is January 15, 2017.  You must 
have your enrollment completed and fee turned in to your club leader by the club 
deadline so they can get them turned into the Extension Office.  The 4-H enroll-
ment deadline for new members and for all members who wish to exhibit at the 
2017 Weld County Fair is  March 1, 2017. There are other  deadlines associated 
with specific projects. Check with your leader if you have questions. 
 

What is the enrollment fee? 
 

The annual enrollment fee is $35.00 when submitted by the January 15th dead-
line. The 4-H Cloverbud member fee is $25.00.  The fee is an additional $10.00 
for each when submitted after the January 15th deadline. 
 

How to enroll for Weld County CWF Project (2017 Trip)? 
 

The Citizenship Washington Focus (CWF) Project is not included in the project 
list in 4-H online.  Please follow these instructions to enroll. 
 

Instead of clicking continue when you get to the Groups page, you need to go   
to the ñAdd a Groupò box.  Go to the first box and click  on the down arrow and    
select ñCWF Projectò.  Now click the ñadd to groupò button.  Once you have  
added the CWF Project in the Group  section you can click continue and submit 
your enrollment. 
 

The Extension Office will ONLY accept enrollment fees from 4-H club      
leaders.

- Senior member:  14-18 years old 

 

Leader Requirements 
 

Recognized leaders may hold 4-H functions, 
are covered by 4-H insurance, and may serve 
as chaperones in the name of 4-H. 
 

Everyone interested in becoming an Organiza-
tional Leader is required to interview with the      
4-H Agent(s), even if you are already an          
approved project leader. If your club is          
dissolving or if you are considering changes   
in leadership, call the Extension Office at        
970-400-2066. 
 

In order to be recognized as a volunteer 4-H 
leader in Weld County, all NEW leaders must 
complete the following requirements: 
 

1. Complete a volunteer application through      
4-H Online and receive two positive               
references 

2. Complete a 4-H enrollment form through      
4-H Online 

3. Complete leader training 
4. Pass a  background check 
5. Interview with 4-H Agent (All organizational 
leader applicants or as requested) 

 

What is a Self Determined Project? 
 

The self determined project is designed for      
4-H members  who have an interest in a topic 
that is not included in the 4-H Project List. Self   
determined projects include these county        
projects that are not offered as state projects: 
Crops, Pocket Pets and Restoration.  If you 
wish to re-enroll in a self determined project, 
use the project name next to ñself determined.ò 
For example: Self Determined/Pocket Pets. 
County projects are not eligible to qualify for 
state fair.

What is community service?! 
 

Websterôs Dictionary defines community service as ñwork that 
is done without pay to help people in a community.ò  What 
does this mean in the 4-H world and what is classified as      
appropriate community service?  It is any event or opportunity 
where the club can go out into the community to perform good 
deeds.  This can include:  working at the food bank, cleaning 
trash on a road or cemetery, visiting a nursing home, or       
putting together care packages for soldiers.  It does not            
include:  donating money to an organization, club fundraisers, 
Mardi Gras, volunteering for 4-H events at fair or raking 
leaves in your familyôs lawn.  It is encouraged that you do 
community service through your clubs annual event but, if 
circumstances arise that keep you from doing so, make sure 
you coordinate with your club leader to ensure that what you 
are doing falls into the  community service criteria and that 
you will still be in compliance with the club bylaws.  Remem-
ber, community service is a requirement to be a member in 
good standing and a HUGE aspect of 4-H is serving those 
around you!
